Constitution and By-Laws

Students for Liberty
Article I

Section 1
The name of the organization shall be Students for Liberty, the name re-given to the GCC College Libertarians to better reflect the mission and purpose of the organization.  

Section 2

The purpose of the Students for Liberty is engaging the 

Grove City College community in discussing the ideas of a free society.  Our goal is to create student interest in these ideas; to both strengthen interest and introduce others to liberty.  

Article II

MISSION OF THE COLLEGE

In accordance with the purpose of Grove City College and as an organization under said institution, the Students for Liberty further the goals of the college through “holding a vision of Christian society” and emphasizing a “commitment to the advancement of free enterprise, civil and religious liberty, [and a] limited and representative government.” 






Article III





STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

The Students for Liberty is deemed a recognized organization of the college and, therefore, it shall abide by the regulations and standards of the college; both as a college sanctioned organization and in individual member behavior.  This organization shall be governed and regulated according to the standards set forth in The Crimson.  






Article IV





      MEMBERSHIP



Section 1
Membership in the Students for Liberty is open to all current GCC students, alumni, and faculty who agree to uphold the purposes of the organization and abide by the government and authority of its officers and/or advisors.  

Section 2
For purposes of leadership and maintenance of the organization funding shall be acquired through voluntary donations from members and friends of the organization.





Article V






OFFICERS

Section 1

President 

Oversee the continuation of organization functions, planning of events, oversight over other officers, and communication with organization advisor.  The president, and the advisor when present, maintain the focus of meetings, discussions, and dialogues.  

Section 2

Vice President 

The vice-president assists the president in organization of events and serves as the president in the president’s absence.  In the event of a temporary absence of an officer position, the vice-president will assume the said responsibility.  

Section 3  

Secretary
The secretary is responsible for maintaining the list of members, participants, and email recipients.  This position is also responsible for sending out emails at the discretion of the President or Vice President to promote and announce organization functions or functions of interest to members.  

Section 4 

Treasurer
Responsible for keeping the treasury, paying any bills, and maintaining the accounting ledger.

Section 5 

Publicist
Responsible for promoting events via campus posters, flyers, etc. 

Article VI





EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Section 1
The executive committee shall consist of all officers and the faculty advisor. 





Article VII










ADVISOR

Section 1
When an advisor needs to be selected, the current executive committee should determine a faculty or staff member sympathetic to the views of the organization.  The advisor should be willing to oversee the continuation of the organization and be willing to be at meetings as time allows.  

Section 2

Statement that the Advisor to the organization will 




provide counsel to the group with regard to all of its 



activities. The advisor should take an active role in all the 


organization’s activities.






Article VIII





     AMENDMENTS

Amendments to the Constitution must be passed by a majority of current members and must be approved by the organization’s advisor.  






Article IX


            
      IMPEACHMENT OF OFFICERS


Any officer in the organization may be removed from office for offenses 
including, but not necessarily limited to, gross neglect of duty, misuse of 
official position, or failure to abide by the Grove City Standards of Conduct 
as defined in The Crimson.  Officers may be removed at any point by the 
advisor or Grove City College administration.  

BY-LAWS

Article I

MEETINGS

Meetings or functions of some form ideally ought to occur twice a month at an on or off campus location deemed the most appropriate environment for the facilitation of the mission of the organization.

Article II

SUSPENSION OF ACTIVE MEMBERS

Members or non-members that have been a perpetual disruption to the mission, purpose, or intention of the organization may be removed and/or asked to no longer attend meetings by consensus of the executive committee.
Article III

FINANCES

Section 1
Funds may be derived from donations of members or other parties, or through fundraising in accordance with The Crimson.  

Section 2
Funds may be used as deemed necessary by the executive committee in accordance with the mission and purpose of the organization.  

Article IV

ELECTIONS

Section 1
Any member in agreement with the mission and purpose of the organization may run for office with a statement of intent provided to the elections officer.  The elections officer shall be a current member of the executive committee chosen amongst the committee and/or the faculty advisor.  

Section 2
Elections shall occur at the beginning of the Spring semester and officer positions shall be effective till the end of the fall semester.  Seniors are discouraged from running for office so as to allow smooth transition between academic years.  In the absence of qualified members to take such positions, seniors (particularly incumbents) may run for office.  Elections may happen in the fall if there are vacancies on the executive committee.
